Indoor Cricket Rules
Teams: 6 players are in each team

Duration: Each innings consists of 10 overs

Normal cricket rules apply except:

· A single batter may continue batting, changing ends as necessary to receive strike, a partner must run with the final batter and either person may be run out to end the innings

· Batters should retire not out when they reach 25 runs

· A retired batter can resume their innings when one batter remains not out

Bowling:

· At least 3 players must bowl, and the keeper cannot bowl

· Only 6 balls can be bowled in one over, with a wide or no ball counting for two runs, but no extra ball being bowled

· A ball will be called no ball if it passes above the waist of the batter without bouncing

· All bowling happens from one end

Batting:

· One run is scored when the ball hits the side walls or the wall behind the keeper

· 4 runs is scored if the ball hits the back wall having bounced, 6 if it has not bounced

· 2 runs is scored for every completed run between the wickets

· Overthrows count as one run if the ball hits any wall

· Batters swap ends at the end of each over

· You can be caught off the wall, as well as bowled, run out, stumped and hit wicket. There is no LBW unless the batter clearly blocks the ball with their legs
